Installation Instructions for the
AML 76 Switch Guard

The AML 76 Switch Guard is to be used for
individual hole mount pushbuttons only. It may not
be matrix mounted (see Figure 1).

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
For pushbuttons not already mounted in a panel:

1. Ensure proper orientation of the switch guard
before installation on the switch.

2. While depressing the switch pushbutton, slide
the switch guard over the switch bezel until it
snaps into place.

3. When mounting the switch in a panel, keep the
switch guard cover open and push on the switch
housing.

Do not mount the switch in the panel by pushing
on a closed switch guard cover, the cover may
break.

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For pushbuttons already mounted in a panel:
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Ensure proper orientation of the switch guard
before installation on the switch.

Loosen the switch in the panel by pressing on
the switch housing mounting clips behind the
panel.

Work the switch out sufficiently to allow room to
slip on the switch guard (about 1/16 inch). There
must be sufficient slack in the switch wiring to lift
it slightly out of the panel.

Do not pull the switch out too far, the wiring may
become dislodged.

While depressing the switch pushbutton, slide
the switch guard over the switch bezel until it
snaps into place.

5. Replace the switch in the panel by keeping the
switch guard cover open and pushing on the
switch housing.

Do not mount the switch in the panel by pushing
on a closed switch guard cover, the cover may
break.

WIRE LOCK DOWN
A wire lock down, using .020 diameter locking
wire, may be used for additional protection:

1. Pass the locking wire through the hole provided
on the switch guard cover and bracket. Twist to
secure.
