Assembly Procedure
1. Make a clean 72 x 40mm (2.83" x 1.57") panel cut-out.
2. Ensure that the panel is flat.
3. Lightly smear the O-ring with silicon grease or similar.
4. Fit the O-ring in the groove on the rear of the bezel.
5. Slide the module over the 4 screw studs.
6. Fix the module to the bezel, using four washers and nuts.
7. Slide the assembly into the panel cut-out.
8. Add the mounting brackets from the rear.
9. Slide the earthing tag and shakeproof washers over the screws.
10. Add the 4 nuts provided and tighten.
11. Connect the earthing tag to ground with a length of wire.
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Do not allow the module's connections to come into contact
with the metal bezel, as this may endanger the user or
damage the equipment.
