CAUTION: Do not use the new larger screw without tube 
carrier .

Use of fume extraction iron
When connected to a suitable pump and filtration system, the gaseous
fumes and suspended  particles will be sucked straight up the fume
extraction tube. Practice will find the most comfortable position of
holding the iron to give an efficient working position and good view of
work.

Cleaning
A wire brush is provided to remove any build up of particles which settle
or condense on the inside of the steel tube.

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Assembly
Fitting
A. Remove fingerhook from iron if fitted. Remove anodised crossheaded 

screw.
B. Place yellow polycarbonate tube carrier as shown. 

Using new screw provided, fix tube carrier to handle.
C. Slide fume extraction steel tube from rear through both holes of tube carrier.
D. Connect required length of flexible tubing to rear end of steel tube.
E. Clip tubing to cable using yellow ‘S’ clips provided.
F. Connect steel clip to spring on bench stand to give additional support.
